The Stowe Group of schools (Stowe, Swanbourne House and Winchester House) was created in
January 2021 and is situated on three separate sites in Buckinghamshire and Northamptonshire.

Key Tasks:

e To ensure that cleaning standards are met as agreed with the Housekeeping Team Leader

and/or Housekeeping Manager.
e Notify management of occurring deficiencies or needs for repairs.
e Cooperate with the rest of the staff.
e Follow all health and safety regulations.

e Emptying waste bins or similar receptacles, transporting waste material to designated

collection points.
e Sweeping floors with brushes or dust control mops.
e Mopping floors with wet or damp mops.

e Using electronically powered scrubbing / polishing / vacuuming machines to scrub, polish,

spray and clean floors (after receiving proper instruction and training).

e Dusting, damp wiping, wiping furniture, ledges, windowsills and external surfaces of

cupboards, radiators, shelves and fitments.
e Replenishing consumable items (soap, toilet rolls, paper towels) as required
e Cleaning toilets, urinals, hand basins, sinks, showers and baths.

e Using cleaning chemicals as directed by the Team Leader (after receiving proper instruction

and training).

o Undertake high level dusting or inside windowpane cleaning to a height no greater than

body height plus an arm’s extension from floor level, during periodic cleaning.

Non-Cleaning Duties:

e Keep a check on cleaning stock levels and inform the Team Leader when stock levels are low

(e.g. chemicals and consumable products).
e Laundry.
e Turning mattresses.

e Attend training and refresher training in accordance with the Schools Keeping Children Safe

in Education Policy along with all other training relevant to the post.

Resources:
e Operate relevant equipment safely.
e Maintain tidy and organised work spaces and storage areas.

e Check equipment / machinery used and ensure health and safety guidelines are adhered to
e Provide support to staff as requested and in accordance with own training / skill parameters.
